July 18, Day 2 - Saturday:

Game Lodge and Sanctuary located midway betweem&iljaro International Airport
and Arusha, in Tanzania.

Accommodation at Mount Meru Game Lodge comprisedduble or twin en-suite
bedrooms, individual in design and character. &dims have 4-poster, wrought iron beds
with fitted mosquito nets and continental quiltack room also has a veranda with
comfortable chairs where you can sit during the &ternoons enjoying the peaceful
surroundings and watching the animal and birdlife.
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Mount Meru Game Lodge is set within 33 acres oéfidly tended gardens bordered on
one side by the Usa River and on the other by thienAl Sanctuary. The sanctuary
provides a safe haven to African plains game ardspas well as offering refuge to
orphaned and injured animals while preparing thentHeir return to the wild. Wildlife
found here includes eland, ostriches, waterbudbrezdouffalo, small wild cats and an
enormous variety of birdlife.

At Mount Meru Game Lodge you can relax on the texrghaded by enormous old
mango trees, and enjoy the views over the gardetigetsanctuary beyond.

Arusha National Park is a relatively small parkyexing an area of 137 square
kilometers or 52.9 square miles. The town and tod& Berive their name from the
Warusha people who traditionally lived in this ardawever the Park also overlaps into
areas where the Maasai lived and most of the placees in the Park are of Maasai
origin.

Arusha National Park is
located 32km outside the
city of Arusha, an easy day
trip and the perfect place to
start your safari. It offers an
abundance of flora and
fauna along with Momello
Lakes, Ngurdoto Crater and
Meru Crater. Here you have
the opportunity to see
antelope, giraffe, leopard,
hyena, rhino, elephant,
baboon and the colobus
monkey, ensuring a well-rounded day of game viewinig a bird watchers paradise.

Three distinct areas are to be found within Aruslaéional Park: Ngurdoto Crater, the
Momela Lakes and the rugged Mt. Meru. Altitudeggeafrom 1,500 meters (4,921 feet)
above sea level at Momela to over 4,500 (14,768 feeters at the summit of Meru.
The vegetation which occurs in the Park is coreeldb the altitude and geology of the
area. Ngurdoto Crater is surrounded by forest wihis crater floor is a swampy area.
The Momela Lakes, like many in the Rift Valley, atkaline, and Mt. Meru is a mixture
of lush forests and bare rocks.

Associated with these different vegetation zonesmaces are different types of

animals: migrating water birds settle on the lakesterbuck and reedbuck are found near
water, while shy bushbuck and duikers keep to tihested areas. It is obviously
impossible to say exactly where different specidsb& encountered but it is possible to
build up a picture of the most likely species tdfdnend in any area. Within this wide
range of habitats almost 400 species of birds baea recorded in the Park. Some of
these are migratory and present between OctobeApnild others are permanently
resident in the forests.

Arusha National Park is situated in a densely iitedtpart of Tanzania, where demands
for land are high, and parts of the Park are alrémmidered by agricultural settlement.
Plans to extend the Park to include surroundingdioreserves have been formulated to
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ensure the long-term survival of forest habitatd #neir associated species within the
Park.

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Serengeti National Park

The Serengeti is the mother of all parks. Despstéaime and a reputation to the contrary,
the park remains remarkably remote and undistudned you get off the main safari
routes. A good quality safari here can be an inaradge wildlife experience ...

The Serengeti offers unparalleled opportunitiesafitdlife viewing and seeing Africa at
its most untamed. Main attractions include the ahmigration of the wildebeest and the
large number of lions, cheetah, herds of giraffé z&bra.

Serengeti National Park may be the best known gt in Africa, and for a good
reason. This park is 14,763 sq km, covering théhnmentral section of the country,
nearly reaching Lake Victoria and extending toltbarder of Kenya. The Serengeti
Plains are famous because of a unique set of gealand meteorological circumstances
that has caused a certain distinct seasonal pattgmass growth, which in turn is the
driving force behind a huge annual migration ofzgrg animals.

The Serengeti is the prime location for watching fdomous wildebeest and zebra
migration during the months from November to Julylifferent areas of the park. At the
beginning of the dry season in the Maasai Marattimals move into the northern
woodlands in Tanzania, where they remain for séveoaths. When the rain starts
again, the wildebeest move down to the southelingta calve. This usually happens in
late January — March. In this never ending quesjé@d grazing, the route changes
every year, sometimes sending them way out inté®hstern Corridor or outside the
eastern boundaries of the park. On their jourrteyanimals pass through the three main
habitats of the Serengeti - the southern grasap(@ng & short), the northern
woodlands and the riverine areas of Grumeti, Seeoaed the Maasai Mara. By mid-
July, the herds are usually well set in the Westiad Grumeti and heading thru the
northwestern Serengeti towards to Mara. 4 nightkisarea split between Mbalageti
(western) and Mbuzi Mawe (north-eastern) is a goetd Around Mbalageti and Mbuzi
Mawe there is always the resident game. Of codoséhe migration specifically, all is
subject to the rains and can be off by a week aemo

landscape and the many animals that live hereydinad) cheetah, leopard, lion, giraffe,
hippo and crocodile.

July 21 & 22, Days 5 & 6 — Tuesday & Wednesday:
Say goodbuy to Mbalageti and drive to Mbuzi Maviis; a 3-hour drive plus all the
interesting stops along the way; 2 nights at Midawe Tented Camp, Serengeti;

Mbuzi Mawe is Swahili for Klipspringer in English

This is a superior tented camp situated at thecepeée of the Serengeti within easy reach
of the prime wildlife areas. Mbuzi Mawe Camp isuatied in the heart of the Serengeti,
providing easy access to the prime wildlife theatvELobo, the Western Corridor of the
Grumeti River, the southern grass plains, the SeeoWalley and the kopjes, or
Inselbergs, of Barafu, Gol, Maasai, Loliondo, Sinaloa Moru.

Mbuzi Mawe Camp has a private encampment of 16rjutents with en-suite bathroom,
2 sinks, big walk-in shower, private toilette, dieg area, 2 double 4-poster beds and a
veranda. All have ceiling fans, mosquito nets arwkssibility for disabled. Klipspringers
roam the area, maybe even a leopard that is neeerlves here.

Baboons spend the night on the top of the rockgésofscenically located in a glade
guarded by 3 million year old granite towers, MbMawe makes maximum use of its
unique wilderness location. There are al frescallfessts, safari luncheons, lantern-lit
bush suppers, campfire roasts, and traditionaledreplays by the Ikoma people. The
central hub of Mbuzi Mawe is its light and airy fige and its massive natural stone
terrace - a favorite place to sip a "sundownerktaitas the sun sinks below the horizon.
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The camp offers game drives, ranger-led bush walksthology and sightings of various
wildlife. Being located on one of the main annuadration corridors for over 1 million
wildebeest, half a million zebras and gazelles, thed accompanying cast of predators,
the camp enjoys a ringside seat for one of thetgsewvildlife spectacles on earth.

July 23, Day 7 - Thursday Drive to Ngorongoro Crater and the Sopa Lodge;
Mbuzi Mawe to Olduvai is a 4-hour drive includingtg registration; Stop at Olduvai
Gorge for a picnic lunch, maybe stop at a Maagkige; Olduvai to Sopa Lodge is 3
hours circling the crater rim. This is a long dayight at Ngorongoro Sopa Lodge.

Olduvai Gorge
The archaeological site of Olduvai Gorge is
located in the eastern Serengeti in northern
Tanzania within the Ngorongoro Conservation
Area. The gorge is a steep sided 4 to 8- km (30
mile) long ravine, which forms part of the Great
Rift Valley. It is situated on a series of fautidis
which, along with centuries of erosion, has
revealed fossils and remnants of early
humankind. Excavations in the early twentieth
century by the famous archaeologist, Dr Louis Lgake
uncovered some of the earliest remains of fossilihwls at Olduvai. Seventeen years
after the first discovery of human forms, Leakayife, Mary, discovered the
unmistakable fossilized footprints of a human ataresho had walked along a riverbank
three million years ago. Since then, excavatorkimgrin Olduvai have found skeletal
remains of a number of ancient hominids — Homo kabilomo Erectus and
Australopithecus Boisei. Old campsites and whakigved to be a butchery site, as well
as a loosely built circle of lava blocks was alsorfd suggesting that crude shelters were
also built here. Other findings include hunting pesas, basic tools and remains of dead
animals once killed by humans. There is also aemuswhere visitors can listen to
lectures and see visual representation of the desws made in the region.
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The name Olduvai originated from a European misisigedf
Oldupai, the correct Maasai word for this regiomgudat
historical importance — named after the wild s@aht fibre
growing in abundance in the gorge. Olduvai is eatilbly
exciting, but if you are passing, it is of suchrsfigance that it's
worth a couple of hours. Some good-quality jewelng Masai
artifacts are for sale at the small museum.

On the way to the Ngorongoro Sopa Lodge,
we will stop at the overlook of the crater.
What a magnificent view!!!

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Perched on the eastern rim of
the world renowned
Ngorongoro Crater,
Ngorongoro Sopa Lodge
offers some of the most
impressive views of this
extinct volcano. Housed under
African style thatch,
Ngorongoro Sopa Lodge has
an elegantly designed main
lounge and dining area, in
which superb dining and
relaxation are complemented

The Ngorongoro Crater

If you were offered a single safari holiday in ydifetime; one chance in which to
experience Africa, the Ngorongoro Crater is where would want to go. Nowhere else
in Africa, does such a varied cast of animals gathgraze, live and die. The Crater was
formed by the collapse of one of Africa's volcagiants over two million years ago. This
was a volcano so high that it is likely that it u@have overshadowed Mount
Kilimanjaro - if it had not blown up instead, cowreg the Serengeti in ash and collapsing
to the crater floor. Ngorongoro Crater is now thald/s largest intact volcanic caldera.
On a game drive into the belly of the crater yoll ancounter some 30,000 animals over
areas as diverse as swampland, open savannaHagdagerest and lake; all of this
within the steep rock walls that climb some 600rth®rim. A herd of 70 elephants
haunt the forest of yellow fever trees; hippos bihthe swamps; wildebeest and buffalo
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graze the grasslands in their thousands, and hdmdfdlamingos live on the lake, much
to the delight of some 400 scavenging hyenas. BAfeca's extremely rare black rhino
has found refuge within the crater's walls.

Ngorongoro also boasts the highest concentratigameafators in Africa. One hundred
black-maned lions, skittish cheetah and leopamlk sgte crater floor, bellies full and
grins wide as they pick and chose from thousang®tential victims.

To add to this surreal environment of wild harmokigasai tribesman - easily visible in
their traditional scarlet robes - can be spottadigg their cattle down the steep crater
walls. The mythical Maasai graze their cattle haresshaken by the presence of so many
predators.

Accommodation on the Ngorongoro Crater rim is lgdibut, in most cases, spectacular,
and will definitely enhance your experience. If yelseeking an Africa safari experience
of masses of grazers, excellent sightings of poedand the mystery of the Maasai, all
within a unique setting, the Ngorongoro Crater watisfy.
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It would be difficult to find a more dramatic setjithan the Lake Manyara Serena
Lodge. Situated at the edge of an escarpmentg#éhisce lodge overlooks both the Great
Rift Valley, which formed millions of years ago,dthe beautiful soda lake of Manyara
with is lavish supply of bird life. The birds theelves have provided the inspiration for
the lodge's architecture.
Graceful, curving and free flowing, it is built ithe local
circular style and exudes an atmosphere of peauwedssil
where man and nature co-exist. From the pattertisei
reception area resembling bird migration pathshéosoft
geometric designs in the bedrooms, there is barsipgle
straight line in its design. The bar and restauodiet
guests both indoor and outdoor seating at each. meal
Sumptuous menus, buffets and barbecues are served t
guests alongside authentic African dishes.

From whichever direction you approach Manyara fitisé view is spectacular. From the
east, the Rift Valley wall rises several hundredarseto form an impressive backdrop to
the lake. From the west, if one is perched atapeof the escarpment, the park lies far
below, with a long green strip of water that glisten the sunlight.

This pretty little park, tucked into the base d&f ift Valley escarpment, is often used
simply as a gentle introduction for safaris headiagth, but Manyara can become a real
live safari experience if you stop to camp hereroigt ...

The vegetation around the lake’s shores is sungigivaried and comprises mostly
forest, acacia woodland and open grassland. Thegoaers an area of 330 sq km of
which about 230 sq km is the lake itself. You clavags find hippo in the Simba River,
elephant in the forests and a resident herd of Gaffalo on the open plains at Mahali
Pa Nyati, which means, ‘the place of the buffaloSwahili. In addition, there are
approximately 400 species of birds and with sonc& ftou might see tree-climbing lions.
Canoeing safaris are also available here, depemtinige water level.

Lake Manyara was brought to the attention of a wadslience by the 1975 publication
of the book “Among the Elephants”. Husband and wegmm lan and Oria Douglas-
Hamilton spent several years here during the 19608ying the elephants of the park
and their famous book recounts their experiencagésl tale of joie de vivre. lan's
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studies were intended to find a solution to therdeson of the groundwater forest by
the elephants of the park. Attempts at keeping tfemed out had failed miserably and it
was up to him to find a solution ... Among the Hapts is now sadly out

of print.

To crown it
all, the Gods look upon one of the worlds most avepiring sites — as dawn breaks and
the sun sets from the 19,000 foot snow capped ddrA&ica’s highest mountain.

Optional champagne breakfasts, bush dining or sundrs at the summit of Observation
Hill, where the 360-degree view is superb, comphibhmaorning and evening game
drives. The afternoon allows for a siesta, a massa@ refreshing swim before the
afternoon game drive where one can view the profusf game and bird life supported
by Amboseli National Park. Large elephant poputaiare known to frequent the area.
Evening entertainment includes Maasai dancing.

This is the most beautiful lodge in or around Ao here are direct views of either
wildlife in the swamps or Mt. Kilimanjaro. You'rgght in the middle of everything and
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don't have to travel far to see the game. The tactoire is unobtrusive with lots of wood,
local stone and slate. Make time to sit, watchetisand relax, Ol Tukai has plenty to
offer.

There are 80 luxury chalet-style twin rooms at @kdi Lodge, all with an uninterrupted
view of the wetlands or Kilimanjaro, elephant oruntain view. Stylish and comfortable,
the rooms are built from gum trees, local rivenstand slateAll rooms have private
bathrooms and individual terraces.

The buildings are spaciously laid out and the priypeas well maintained flat lawns,
gardens and wide open spaces. It is an ideal spstdr gazers in the African tropical
nights.

Amboseli National Park
"The best place in the world to watch elephants”

The park covers an area of 152 square miles dtiauda of about 3,800 feet. The superb
views of Mount Kilimanjaro as a backdrop to a lahged of elephants walking in a
single file, their shadows stretched out by thenewg setting sun, leaves a lasting
memory for everyone visiting this park.
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Lake Amboseli, a seasonal, shallow soda lake, somee third the area of the present
Park. When dry, the lake bed becomes a dusty, seimgiexpanse. In the Maa
langauge, amboseli means "salt dust". Mirages iafel& over this vast, dry lake bed.
The semi-arid acacias and grasses contrast widdithe green papyrus sedges of the
swamps. During heavy rains, the lake bed fills ugh whallow water and the plains are
covered with green grass. Few flamingoes have bpetted on the lake shores during
the wet season. Amboseli National Park is an igkede to see elephants.

Many studies carried out on elephants have beee dere. Over fifty species of
mammals have been recorded at the Amboseli, inuduiédns, cheetah, leopard, black
rhino, Masai Giraffe, wildebeest and many more.
